Do Not Love the World 
 

This exhortation from John to his readers in the first century remains one of the most challenging, yet critical ad-

monitions from our Lord if we are going to walk in the Light, He calls us to. The world continues to cast allure-

ments at us on a daily basis- whether that be material wealth, power and status, physical pleasures, entertain-

ment, or relationships and approval. Thus, God, through the apostle John, gives us 3 reasons why we shouldn’t 

love the world in 1 John 2:15-17. 

First, in v. 15 he tells us that we can’t love the world (or it’s things) AND God. “Do not love the world or the 

things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him.”  While we often seem to 

think we can keep one foot in God’s camp and the other in the world, we have ample evidence to know how that 

turns out. Splitting affection, priorities, and time always leaves both sides unsatisfied. This is the reason Jesus was 

evident in Matthew 6:24 that “no one can serve two masters…” 

Second, in v. 16 we read that worldliness is not from God. We may try to convince ourselves that this person, or 

this job, or this possession, or this activity ultimately is of God so it must be okay. God says, “For all that is in the 

world, the lust of the flesh and the lust of the eyes and the boastful pride of life, is NOT from the Father, but is 

from the world.” Much of what can be found in this world outside of God’s direct creation is either sinful or 

something that could pull our hearts away from God. 

There is an old Cherokee chief imparting wisdom to his grandson with the following Cherokee proverb: “There are 

2 wolves inside each of us always fighting. The name of one is “love” and the name of the other is “lust.” When the 

grandson asked which one wins, the chief replied, “The one you feed.” We decide what we are going to feed in 

our lives by how we prioritise loving God and His people versus loving the world and its lusts. 

 Third, in v. 17, he reminds us that the world is passing away. “The world is passing away, and also its lusts; but 

the one who does the will of God lives forever.” There’s no future with this world or its lusts. All it offers is a 

100% mortality rate. The ONE thing that will endure and produce eternal life is doing the will of God. That re-

quires ignoring the allure of this world and its lusts that come at us on a daily basis while embracing the light and 

love of God that will produce eternal satisfaction. 

Have an amazing week and live in such a way to make wise choices that glorify God rather than trap you in sins 

stronghold.
