The Great Apostasy

As Paul writes to Timothy, his faithful companion and son in the faith, he warns him that it has been revealed that
there was coming a great “falling away” from the faith. (1 Timothy 4:1-5) Warned by the Spirit, Paul spoke of a
time when many would pay attention to “deceiving spirits” and listen to “doctrines of demons.” The Holy Spirit
described a great apostasy (falling away) that would soon take place in the church of our Lord. For those who hold
the millennialist view of the end of time, the great apostasy and the coming of the anti-Christ mark the beginning
of the end of time. (1 John 2:18, 22; 4:3) However, as we read the letters of the New Testament, which are
written to Christians, we can see that the days of apostasy had already begun in the first century and sadly contin-
ue to this day. What examples of apostasy can we read about in the Scriptures?

¢ Some will be offended by the teachings of Jesus. (Matthew 24:10)

* Some will teach man’s tradition rather than Christ. (Colossians 2:8)

* Some Christians will not tolerate sound doctrine. (2 Timothy 4:3)

¢ Following teachers who say only what people want to hear. (2 Timothy 4:3)
¢ Religious authorities will forbid teaching in the name of Jesus. (Acts 4:18)

¢ Some will exchange the truth of God for a lie. (Romans 1:24-25)

¢ Some will sympathise with sinful lifestyles. (Romans 2:1-2)

* Some will have a form of godliness but deny its power. (2 Timothy 3:5)

¢ Some will suppose godliness is a means of wealth. (1 Timothy 6:5)

¢ Some will be neither hot nor cold, but lukewarm. (Revelation 3:15-16) “Beware, brethren, lest there be in any
of you an evil heart of unbelief in departing from the living God.” (Hebrews 3:12)

It's frightening how simple it is to fall away and how important it is that we secure our faith in Christ. | pray that
